¥ On July 27-30, the NCCSA held its 7th annual Summer Staff Development Program.
The invited guest speaker this year was Kingdom Education author, Dr. Glen Schultz,
from Sherwood Christian Academy in Albany, Georgia. Thirty-three faculty/staff mem-
bers met at Piedmont Baptist College on July 27-28, and 125 faculty/staff members
met on July 29-30 at Faith Christian Academy in Goldsboro. This was the largest com-
| bined attendance so far at a summer session.

Dr. Schultz’s two-day session was an in-depth study on the various philosophies of

today’s education. Dr. Schultz so ably laid the framework for a proper Biblical Phi-

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North Carolina Favors
School Choice

In an effort to organize a case for school
choice in North Carolina, the John Locke
Foundation conducted a survey of private
schools in the state to gather information
and data that is not normally reported to
the public. The results were categorized in
four areas: academic environment and
students, personnel, finance, and attitudes
toward school choice.

According to the academic environment in
which the study was conducted, the aver-
age private school enrollment consisted of
198 students. The actual school enroll-
ments ranged from four to 942. No
schools reported a classroom size of more
than 30, and the average class size con-
tained 14 students. The study also found
that two thirds of the schools served stu-
dents with learning difficulties or disabili-
ties, and almost 50 percent of those re-
sponding had the capacity to enroll more
students with such difficulties.

The results also reported the private
schools to have an average of 28 person-
nel, or on-site, full-time staff. Eight of
those individuals were found to hold non-
teaching positions, while twenty individu-
als were members of the teaching staff.

Perhaps the most important data received
from the survey found that in general,
private schools strongly support school
choice options such as voucher programs
and tax credit programs, as long as their
autonomy and mission would not be inter-
fered with by the government. In fact, 70
percent of private schools reported they
would not enroll children whose families
received government funds if it would
infer increased oversight and regulations
from government officials. Schools also
strongly opposed the idea of abandoning
admissions standards in order to receive
students whose families receive vouchers
or tax credits.

Overall, according to the financial aspects
regarding each student, the cost annually
for each student was well below the na-
tional average. In fact, according to the
schools which responded, the average
tuition for an elementary student was
$5,000. A $5,500 scholarship would cover
a middle school student, and $6,000 schol-
arship would cover the costs of a high
school student.

As states all over the country are beginning to see
the benefits of offering school choice programs
and parents are becoming more satisfied after be-
ing given the option of choice, it is hopeful that
school choice will become a prominent aspect in
the education of all Americans.

State Regulations of
Private Schools

The Office of Non-Public Education (ONPE), an
office within the Department of Education
which focuses primarily on charter, private and
faith-based schools as well as homeschooling,
has published a “State Regulation of Private
Schools” report in order to update a report
done in 2000, and to give a clear understanding
of the laws and regulations in each state. The
purpose of the report as defined by ONPE “is to
provide concise summaries of relevant state
laws in an accessible format,” in order to
“serve the needs of state and federal legisla-
tors, public and private school administrators,
and the general public.”

The report illustrates a variety of ways to regu-
late private schools as each state requires dif-
ferent regulations and laws. The report gives
concise information in a state-by-state format
which allows for easy and efficient viewing.
Accurate research was done by first accessing
each state’s website and updating the report
done in 2000. The updated information was
then sent to appropriate officials in each state
where it was reviewed and revised as was nec-
essary. The content of the report focuses on a
diverse set of topics including:

Accreditation/Registration/Licensing/Approval,
Teacher Certification, Length of School Year/
Days, Curriculum, Recordkeeping/Reports,
Health and Safety Requirements, Transporta-
tion, Textbooks, Testing, Special Education,
Nursing and Health, Technology, Professional
Development, Reimbursement for Performing
State/Local Functions, Tax Exemption, Public
Aid for Private Education, Homeschooling, and
Information Resources.

Charts were also included at the end of the
state-by-state chapters that summarize key
information from the report.

Abortion Debate in
Healthcare Overhaul

Congressional representatives home during the
August recess are getting an earful from con-
stituents regarding the plethora of healthcare
overhaul proposals being floated by Congress
and the White House. Pro-lifers are particularly
concerned over the possible inclusion of abor-
tion coverage mandates and the lack of con-
science protections for health care providers.

President Obama continues to press for a re-
form of the American health care system that
includes a larger role for government as a pro-
vider of health insurance. The proposals cur-
rently under consideration are either silent on
the issue of abortion or require coverage for
abortions in both the proposed government and
private insurance plans. They do not include
conscience protections and without such pro-
tections, the proposed reforms would force
doctors who participate in those plans to per-
form abortions. To date, conscience protections
are not included in the proposals and none of
the proposals expressly prohibit funding for
abortions. Amendments to include either or
both provisions have failed in both the House
and Senate. On July 9, the Senate Health,
Education, Labor and Pensions Committee vote
12-11 to add a provision requiring abortion
groups like Planned Parenthood to be included
in any health insurance networks the bill would
create.

Proponents argue that the claims are exagger-
ated since the bill drafts do not specifically
mention abortion, but Tom Grenchik, director of
the U.S. bishop’s Pro-Life Secretariat pointed
out in an August 7 article “that the Medicaid
statute doesn’t mention abortion either, but it
was funding 300,000 abortions a year in the
1970s until we put a stop to that with the Hyde
amendment.”

The federal government has longstanding poli-
cies, including the Hyde amendment, against
instituting federal mandates or funding for abor-
tion, although recent legislation has begun
chipping away at those policies. The proposed
reforms would essentially eliminate both federal
and state limitations on abortion funding and
procedures. Family Research Council President
Tony Perkins in a press release found it ironic
that “committee Democrats would consider
taxpayer-funded abortions to be a health care
benefit since the baby gets no health care
benefit from abortion. President Obama and the
Democratic leadership claim they want to
‘reduce’ abortion, but you don'’t reduce abortion
by funding it.” He continued, “The piecemeal
deconstruction of the wall of separation that has
protected the American people from complicity
in the national and international abortion trade,
through their hard-earned tax dollars, is accel-
erating every day.”

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15th Annual AACS Youth Legislative Training Conference

The AACS 15" Annual Youth Legislative Training Conference was held July 14-18, 2009, and gave students from Christian schools across the nation
a “hands-on” experience of the workings of Washington, D.C. The report below from the AACS Legislative Office highlights the events of the week.

With events like this year’s Youth Legislative Training Conference (YLTC), it is hard to forget that God is good. For the 15" yearin a
row, God has truly blessed in our efforts to inspire a generation to make a difference for the Kingdom of God within the realm of
government.

The week commenced on Tuesday with registration and formalities before Congressional expert Mrs. Gail Nicholas went to town,
teaching the students about the legislative process in preparation for the week-long highlight of the mock senate. This mock senate
included each student role-playing high ranking Senators as they crafted and debated legislation directed toward solving the cur-
rent economic crunch in America. Although not all bills and resolutions were germane to the economy (“Jim DeMint” proposed an
amendment that would force Senate Majority Leader “Harry Reid” to go on a diet), the students proposed and passed several bills
that would have a positive impact on America. As debate subsided on Friday, all were excited at what they had accomplished, and
who knows -- someday, we could see a few students standing for what they believe on the actual floor of Congress. With all con-
sidered, | would actually be surprised if we did not.

Although the mock Senate ran all week, there were certainly other events of equal excitement. The week’s activities outside of the
mock Senate included a Congressional briefing in the U.S. Capitol in which five Representatives and one Senator addressed the
students. Rep. Cathy McMorris Rodgers (WA-6™), Rep. Mike Pence (IN-6"), Rep. Rob Bishop (UT-1%), Rep. Jim Jordan (OH-4™), Rep.
Virginia Foxx (NC-5"), and Sen. Jim DeMint (SC) inspired the students through their personal experiences and knowledge of current
political issues. Most refreshing, though, was that they unashamedly communicated the fact that their faith is always first in their
lives. Later that day the students were addressed by Rep. Michelle Bachmann (MN-6th) before receiving a private tour of the U.S.
Capitol by Rep. Randy Forbes (VA-4™). Both Bachmann and Forbes are ardent defendants of Christian liberties and they, too, effec-
tively conveyed the prominence of their personal faith.

Other special speakers throughout the week included AACS President, Dr. Keith Wiebe, on “Leaders of Tomorrow”; Chuck Nicholas
on “Public Speaking and Debate”; Sarah Griffith on “Internships”; Chis Stio on “The Nature of Politics”; former White House Liaison,
Tim Goeglein, on “Faith in Politics”; Federal Tax Judge, David Gustafson, on “The Role of the Judiciary”; Ned Ryun on “Grassroots
Political Involvement”; and Rep. Louie Gohmert (TX-1%) on “The Faith of our Founding Fathers.” The President of Concerned
Women for America, Wendy Wright, also spoke to the students about “Serving God Over Man” at the Friday banquet.

A very special feature of this and every YLTC is that the students had an immediate opportunity to become politically active on
Capitol Hill. Every student was able to represent thousands of Christians as they hand-delivered letters to the offices of Senators on
behalf of AACS, Focus on the Family Action, the American Family Association of PA, and Parents and Friends of Ex-Gays and Gays.
Each organization’s letter was slightly different but opposed either hate crimes or the Supreme Court nomination of Sonia So-
tomayor. It was truly the Providence of God that allowed the height of controversy surrounding these issues to fall on the same
week that the YLTC students were able to have a first-hand impact on the debate.

Needless to say, the week was jam-packed, and it is somewhat hard to imagine that the students also had time to meet their Con-
gressmen, tour the Capitol, tour one of the Smithsonian museums, tour the monuments, see a Marine Barracks Parade, and partici-
pate in a scavenger photo shoot on Capitol Hill while still having time to eat, sleep, and have daily devotions.

The week’s activities ended at Arlington National Cemetery where four students were awarded the opportunity to lay a wreath at
the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier on behalf of AACS. After saying their final goodbyes, the exhausted yet inspired students then
went their separate ways, deeply appreciative for what God had done at the 2009 Youth Legislative Training Conference.

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Spotlight on Victory Christian School—Sylva

Victory Christian School in Sylva was organized as a
ministry of Victory Baptist Church in 1977 by Pastor
Duane Woodard. It was his desire to provide Chris-
tian education to a small mountain community to
help parents fulfill the scriptural mandate to “train
up a child in the way he should go.” He felt that
there should be a proper balance between Bible-
teaching, excellent academics, and enthusiastic
activity throughout the student’s training.

The school began as an ACE school but soon be-
came a traditional academic school. Currently, the
Bible-based curriculum used comes from A Beka
Book and Bob Jones University Press and is selected
for content and philosophy. The first senior class of
two students graduated in 1979. Since that time,
VCS has prepared many young people for the har-
vest field.

Dr. Benny Bagwell, who has many years of Christian
school experience, was called as pastor in 1989. His
influence has been a guiding factor in making Vic-
tory what it is today. With his arrival came many
upgrades and changes which improved the overall
quality of VCS.

Through the prayer, work, and gifts of many con-
cerned parents and friends of the ministry, expan-
sion began. Starting with a one-building church
and school, the complex grew with the addition of
more classrooms, a gymnasium, a lunchroom, and
a kindergarten building. Soon a new auditorium
will be completed.

From its humble beginning with few students to its
current enrollment including students from four-
year-old kindergarten through the twelfth grade,
God’s hand has been evident on Victory. Atten-
dance ballooned in the late 1990s and has been
stable for several years.

Victory has been blessed with qualified, seasoned
faculty members with a heart to train Christian
young people to be ready for whatever the Lord
has for them to do (Luke 1:17c). The VCS faculty
members average 23 years teaching experience in
Christian and public schools and Christian colleges.
Another blessing is that our faculty has had a low
turnover rate for several years.

Some special points of interest are: 1) Victory

students average scoring above the sixty-fifth per-
centile on the Stanford Achievement Tests; 2)
Eighty-nine percent of our graduates go on to col-
lege; 3) As many as forty percent go on to Christian
colleges.

Victory Christian School has for many years had
volleyball, basketball, and golf teams trained to
play aggressively, but the school’s standards re-
quire applying Christian principles including Christ-
honoring attitudes. The VCS volleyball teams won
the NCCSA State Championship two years in a row
two different times and placed second for the next
three years. Basketball teams have also had a good
measure of success, winning the state champion-
ship one year, second place one year, and the
Western Division two years. The prevailing phi-
losophy has been to honor the Lord and win, if
possible.

As God prospers, Victory leadership intends to
maintain a totally Christian school to teach area
young people to serve the Lord and “to live soberly,
righteously, and godly, in this present world.”
