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LEGISLATIVE NEWS

This week a U.S. District Judge in California ruled 
that Proposition 8, the state ban on same-sex mar-
riages, violated the Constitutionôs due process and 
equal protections clauses and therefore ruled the 
ban as unconstitutional, opening the door for legal-
ized same-sex marriages in the state of California. 
Proposition 8 was placed on the ballot in 2008, and 
the people of California passed the initiative with 
52% of the vote. The openly-gay judge who hand-
ed down the decision this week stated in his ruling, 
ñProposition 8 fails to advance any rational basis in 
singling out gay men and lesbians for denial of a 
marriage license. Indeed, the evidence shows 
Proposition 8 does nothing more than enshrine in 
the California Constitution the notion that opposite-
sex couples are superior to same-sex couples.ò 
  
While those opposed to the ban focused on equali-
ty as their main argument, the defense focused on 
legal standings including Supreme Court precedent 
that upheld the Defense of Marriage Act 
(DOMA). The defense also emphasized the demo-
cratic process, urging the judge not to ignore the 
majority of California residents who voted to uphold 
traditional marriage. Jim Campbell, a lawyer for the 
defense stated, ñIn America, we should uphold and 
respect the right of people to make policy changes 
through the democratic process, especially chang-
es that do nothing more than uphold the definition 
of marriage that has existed since the founding of 
this country and beyond.ò 
  
The fight for traditional marriage continues as the 
ruling has been appealed to the 9th Circuit Court of 
Appeals and will most likely go before the U.S. 
Supreme Court if the Justices agree to hear it. 

CA Court Overturns Prop 8 

States Continue to Jump on 

Board with Federal Standards 

The deadline for states who wished to 

adopt the Common Core Standards in 

an attempt to be considered for Race 

to the Top (RTTT) funds was this 

week. While supporters of the Com-

mon Core Standards have adamantly 

stated that the initiative has been 

“state-led” and is not a move toward 

a national or federal standard, many 

concerns about the Department of 

Education and the Administration’s 

incentives to sign on and adopt the 

standards remain. In order to be a 

highly considered candidate to re-

ceive RTTT funds, states must sub-

mit “evidence of having adopted 

common standards.” And if that is 

not enough to entice states, the Ad-

ministration has “laid the ground-

work in their blueprint for tying the 

$14.5 billion in Title I funding for 

low-income districts to the adoption 

of national standards—a deal that 

states will likely be unable to turn 

down.” 

  

Thirty-four states have now adopted 

these standards. Estimates on the cost 

to apply and implement the standards 

are upwards $3 billion for each state. 

This has many states concerned about 

the “cost-benefit” factor. Other states 

including Texas have stronger con-

cerns about the overreaching element 

of the federal government. Incentiv-

izing states to comply and adopt a 

common standard in order to receive 

federal monies can almost be seen as 

a bribe to gain greater federal con-

trol.  

  
Although the adoption of Common 

Core Standards is perhaps one of the 

biggest transformations currently in 

education, little debate has occurred 

on the issue. In fact, many states are 

simply adopting these standards with 

minimal to no evidence on whether 

these standards will in reality help 

their students achieve greater success 

and with no clear plan on whether the 

state can afford to make the dramatic chang-

es that the Administration is urging. 

  

The greatest threat of federal standards, how-

ever, is the lack of parental involvement. 

With greater federal control of education, 

parents will ultimately lose control. Accord-

ing to the Heritage Foundation, “Parents will 

have to relinquish the most powerful tool 

they currently have when it comes to their 

children’s education: control over the content 

of state standards and tests. National stand-

ards will further diminish parental authority 

in education, and the federal government will 

gain more control as a result.”

Stanford Achievement Test Ranking Report  

 
Many NCCSA administrators and schools are working hard to improve the academic 
program of their schools. Achievement testing is sometimes used as an indicator to 
assist in making necessary changes to staff and curriculum. Many times, inquiries are 
made to the NCCSA office as to where a particular school ranks with other NCCSA 
member schools in the state. To meet this growing request, the NCCSA Stanford 
Ranking Report is offered to schools that participate in the Stanford Achievement Pro-
gram. Unlike the report each school receives that compares to the AACS as well as to 
the national norms, this report will show results comparing NCCSA participating 
schools. This report assigns every NCCSA member school that participates in the 
achievement testing program a unique ID number. Member schools will not know the 
ID numbers of other schools. The report compiles the Percentile, Rank-Stanine scores 
for: Total Reading, Total Math, Total Language, Science, Social Science, Basic Bat-
tery, and Complete Battery. Every grade is ranked according to Complete Battery 

scores. If an administrator or school wishes to determine a rank for a particular subject in a particular grade, 
that information can be determined from this report. Order forms have already been sent out; however, if 
your school has not placed an order yet, please contact us immediately.

16th Annual AACS Youth Legislative Training Conference 
AACS Washington Office 

The AACS 16th Annual Youth Legislative Training Conference was held July 20-24, 2010, and gave students from Christian schools across the nation a 
ñhands-onò experience of the workings of Washington, DC. The report below from the AACS Legislative Office highlights the events of the week. 
 
Every year the events of the Youth Legislative Training Conference (YLTC) remind us of Godôs goodness and faithfulness. He constantly blesses our efforts 
to encourage Christian youth of America to make a difference in politics not only for conservative values, but also to advance the Word of God in our govern-
ment. 
 
This yearôs YLTC began on Tuesday, July 20, with Senate expert Mrs. Gail Nicholas, American Government teacher at Bob Jones Academy, introducing the 
students to the workings of the Senate and the legislative process in preparation for the Mock Senate that the students participated in. For the Mock Senate, 
each student role-played an actual Senator, which involved meeting in committees, drafting legislation on the issue of national security, and then participat-
ing in the final debate and vote at the end of the week. This week, over 30 bills and resolutions were proposed and put on the Senate calendar to be debat-
ed. However, only a few actually made it to the ñSenate floor,ò including a bill to build a wall along the American border, a bill to establish a national I.D. card, 
a resolution addressing the situation of ñanchor babiesò born to illegal immigrants, and a bill to protect America by the bombing of Iran. Needless to say, 
these students had done their homework, and the debate was quite passionate on these issues! 
  
In addition to the Mock Senate, students were also kept busy with tours, meeting their Representatives and Senators, and listening to excellent speakers. 
Wednesday was our ñDay on the Hillò when the students attended a Congressional briefing in the Capitol building, met with their own Representatives and 
Senators in the afternoon, and then enjoyed a private after-hours tour of the Capitol hosted by Rep. Jim Jordan (OH-4th) and led by his executive assistant, 
Melissa Evans, a Christian school graduate. During the Congressional briefing, students heard from five Representatives and one Senator: Sen. Jim DeMint 
(SC), Rep. Virginia Foxx (NC-5th), Rep. Trent Franks (AZ-2nd), Rep. Joe Pitts (PA-16th), Rep. Doug Lamborn (CO-5th), and Rep. Michele Bachmann (MN-
6th). Each of these Members of Congress spoke to the students about their personal lives in politics and their knowledge of current national security issues. It 
was especially encouraging to hear them each boldly declare their faith and how it comes first in both their personal and political lives.  Following each 
speaker, we took the time for one of our students to stand and pray for Godôs strength, wisdom, and protection for that particular Member. What a great and 
humbling opportunity for our students to pray for our leaders. 
 
A unique feature of the YLTC is that the students have an immediate opportunity to become politically active on Capitol Hill. Each student was able to repre-
sent numerous Christians and conservatives as they hand-delivered letters to the offices of every Senator on behalf of AACS and the Judicial Crisis Net-
work. Each organizationôs letter was slightly different but had the same message to the Senators: oppose the nomination of Elena Kagan to the Supreme 
Court. Godôs hand was evident in this situation, allowing the YLTC to fall only a couple weeks before the confirmation vote of Miss Kagan to the Court. The 
students were able to have a first-hand impact on the debate and the controversy surrounding this important issue. 
 
Special speakers throughout the week included AACS President, Dr. Keith Wiebe, on the choices that leaders must make; Mr. Morton Blackwell, founder of 
the Leadership Institute, on the importance of a strong, conservative youth in politics; and Mr. Chuck Nicholas, speech and debate coach from Bob Jones 
Academy, on public speaking and debate. Rep. Cathy McMorris Rodgers (WA-5th), a Christian school graduate, shared her testimony on Tuesday evening 
on how the Lord led her into politics. For the Wednesday evening devotional, former Navy chaplain, Capt. Wayne Bley, spoke to the students from Psalm 
108. Other special speakers included Mrs. Amy Sechler, program specialist for the Office of Non-Public Education, who spoke to the students about how to 
make a difference after a bill becomes a law, and Mr. Frank Gaffney, founder and president of the Center for Security Policy, who addressed our ñSenatorsò 
on the threat of Islamic Sharia law to our national security. The Friday evening banquet speaker was Mr. Ryan Messmore, William E. Simon Fellow from The 
Heritage Foundation, who challenged and encouraged the students on the Christianôs responsibility in the area of social justice. The week ended on Satur-
day morning with two speakers wrapping up the conference: Miss Sarah Griffith, AACS Legislative Assistant, on ñInternshipsò and Mr. Ned Ryun, president 
of the American Majority, on keeping an eternal perspective and focus on God in everything that we do. Both the students and teachers were impacted by 
the practical and inspiring messages from all the speakers. 
 
The week of the conference is always very busy, and it is amazing to see what the students were able to accomplish. In addition to the speakers, the Day on 
the Hill, and the mock Senate, they also were able to squeeze in several tours of historical sites in Washington, D.C. This year, the students had the oppor-
tunity to tour the Pentagon, the monuments, and Arlington National Cemetery. While at Arlington, four students were given the privilege of laying a wreath on 
behalf of AACS at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. It is a very moving and emotional experience, as the students are able to take part in honoring the men 
and women of our military. On the final evening, the students enjoyed the Sunset Parade at the Marine Barracks in Washington, D.C. And thatôs not all é 
they also participated in a scavenger photo shoot on Capitol Hill, and still found time to eat, sleep, and have daily devotions. 
 
After an arduous yet motivating week, students parted ways, thanking God for His abundant provision in a profitable youth conference. We praise the Lord 
for the wonderful group of students He sent us this year, and we pray that they will continue making a difference for the cause of righteousness with the 
things they learned while in D.C.

The law has not yet caught up with 
reality when it comes to protecting 
children in cyberspace. That means 
parents and teachers have the job of 
keeping children safe when online. 
Here are some tips to help keep chil-
dren safe: 

¶ Children should use computers only 
in common areas of the home where 
they can be monitored, never behind 
closed doors in their bedrooms.  

¶ Talk with your child often about how 
to keep safe on the Internet. Let your 
child know you will regularly be check-
ing their computer history, email, and 
chat messages.  

¶ Encourage your child to use nick-
names on networking and chat sites 
and never to put identifying infor-
mation about himself or the family in 
social networking profiles. Your child 
should be told to keep passwords se-
cret from everyone but you.  

¶ Remind your child millions of people 
can see anything he posts online, and 
these messages and photos will never  
go away. Teach your child to think 
before posting.  

¶ Tell your child never to meet person-
ally with anyone he has met only in 
cyberspace.  

¶ Monitor any social networking sites 

your child uses. Make sure your child 
ñfriendsò you and make his personal 
setting ñprivate.ò 

¶ Watch for signs of cyber bullying 
and tell your child to report such activi-
ty to you immediately, whether it in-
volves him or a friend.  

¶ Retain all evidence of cyber bullying, 
including emails and text messages.  
 
The Internet is a powerful tool, much 
like a loaded gun. If parents allow their 
children to go online, they must make 
sure careful, safety guidelines are in 
place. It takes only one incident for 
tragedy to result.
